1. Chenin Blanc, The Veldt Range, South Africa 2009

A really well-balanced wine: the aromas are reminiscent of melon and honey with soft tropical fruit flavours dominating the palate and an elegant, refreshing acidity on the finish.

2. Sauvignon Blanc, Las Condes, Chile 2009

Intensely floral with elderflower notes and a grassy quality.  The palate reflects the same fruit profile with crisp acidity and a touch of citrus fruit on the finish.

3. Unoaked Chardonnay, Red Earth, Australia 2008

4. Cabernet Sauvignon, Santa Ema, Chile 2008

7. Domaine de St Genies Rose, Cuvee Menestrol, France 2008

This wine has a wonderful salmon pink colour and a delicate strawberry/ raspberry aroma.  Beautifully clean and restrained palate with soft, rich, elegant bramble like fruit – this is how rose should be, not over extracted, with refinement and flavour uppermost.

8. Pierre Delize, Domaine Auran, Blanc de Blanes Brut, France NV

A delicious sparkling wine made from 100% Chardonnay grapes.  A fine nose of butter and hazelnut introduces a palate of flavours including brioches and almond.  A long finish of the palate.

9. Pinot Noir/Chardonnay Brut – Cuvee Ceravolo, Australia NV

Smooth and creamy, this is a traditional blend of Pinot Noir and Chardonnay.  Bottle fermented to enhance the luscious fruit flavours with crisp bubbles and an elegant dry finish.  The Pinot is sourced from Tasmania whilst the Chardonnay is from the Ceravolo’s own Adelaide plains vineyards.

10. Champagne Poilvert-Jaques Brut, France NV

A subtle and elegant wine with floral aromas and on the palate a freshness and harmony which is ideal served as an aperitif but can be enjoyed throughout the meal.  Champagne.

11. Champagne Louis Roederer Brut, France NV

The outstanding quality and elegance of Louis Roederer Champagne are the result of two centuries of dedication to making only the finest wines.  Louis Roederer controls every stage of the elaborate process of making champagne, including owning and managing the vineyards.  As a result, Louis Roederer is able to offer the champagne lover a complete range of elegant, supremely consistent wines, fully deserving their unsurpassed reputation.

12. Champagne Maillart Rose Premier Cru, France NV

The first thing one notices is the beautiful salmon pink colour of this rose and the burst of soft summer fruits it suggests.  The nose offers soft, strawberry fruit whilst the palate is soft and pleasing with red berry fruit in abundance, backed up by a delicate mousse and lasting finish.  The perfect start to any evening!

13. Champagne Bollinger, La Grande Annee, France 1999




£133.00
Bollinger is a name associated with the highest winemaking standards whose subtlety was much appreciated by Pasty and Eddie.  Founded in 1829, it is still 100% family owned today.  La Grande Annee is produced only in exceptional years, from grand and premier cru vineyards.  Only the best fraction of the juice is used.  Bollinger ferment the still wine in mature small oak barrels to increase the complexity and ageing potential.  A fresh yet full-flavoured opulent champagne with a fine, long, toasty finish.

14. Riesling, Trimbach, Alsace, France 2007






£34.00
Trimbach’s avowed intention is to make balanced wines built for ageing, whilst still ripe and fruit-driven, expressing something of their terroir.  They farm with minimum use of fertilizers and herbicides.  Their wines are made in a very classical mould: dry and relatively restrained in style.  Flavours of white peach, quince and lemon on the palate with lingering, clean and dry finish.
15. Macon Uchizy, Burgundy, France 2008






£32.75
A superb wine with no oak, just fresh green apple and nut flavour with just a touch of honey.  Full of character and clean fruit, is one of the best value White Burgundies around.

16. Petit Chablis, Domaine Du Columbier, Burgundy, France 2008

Guy Mothe started up the highly successful family run Domaine du Columbier with a tiny vineyard.  Today the domaine has 33 hectares of family-run vineyards spread out on the hills of the 4 finest appellations of Chablis.  This is Classic Petit Chablis.  The nose is loaded with minerals, citrus, white flower aromas with hints of wet stone.  Minerally, tight and racy with cool flavours and perfect balance.
17. Montagny ler Cru, Olivier Leflaive, Burgundy, France 2007



£42.00
Olivier Laflaive craft beautifully balanced, elegant and precise white Burngundy, which expresses their terroir and provenance.  Never forced, over oaked or extracted, there is a sense of purity as well as power.  From a Premier Cru vineyards, of relatively high marl content in the soil.  This wine has a slightly more citric grapefruit quality.  Weighty but with mineral touches and gently infused vanilla oak.

18. Sancerre Blanc, Domaine Hubert Brochard, Loire, France 2008

The Brochard family have been making wine since the 16th century in the village of Chavignol, in some of the oldest vineyards of Sancerre and produce deliciously fresh and rich wines.  Grapefruit, lime, spice and mineral notes.  On the palate you find a fresh citrus, honey, spices, minerals and even a hint of herbal teas.  Beautifully balanced with good length.

19. Pouilly-Fuisse, J.J Vincent, Burgundy, France 2006




£46.50
The estate of Chateau de Fuisse, which has always produced wine, came into the possession of the Vincent family in 1852.  The present holder, Jean-Jaques Vincent, is a multi-talented man for whom wine-making is both an art and a science and whose passion for wine is a driving force.  Elegance and refinement don’t even scratch the surface of this wine – soft yet powerful with mineral characteristics backed by subtly voluptuous notes of peaches and melons.

20. Chablis ler Cru Vaillons, Louis Michel & Fils, Burgundy, France 2006


£62.00
Louis Michel et Fils are without doubt one of the truly excellent wine producers recognised not only in Chablis but internationally for producing one of the cleanest, richest and purest Chablis.  These are beautifully-balanced, stylish Chablis wines, a tribute to what can be achieved by ageing in stainless steel alone.  This mouth-filling wine displays wonderfully powerful aromas and rich, flinty peachy flavours.
21. Meursault “Les Tillets”, Olivier Laflaive, Burgundy, France 2006



£83.00
Olivier Laflaive craft beautifully balanced, elegant and precise white Burgundy, which expresses their terroir and provenance.  Never forced, over oaked or extracted, there is a sense of purity as
well as power.  Really broad flavours and expansive mouth feel, fine mineral flavours aligned to white peach fruit.  There is intensity, power and finesse – exemplary Meursault.

RED

22. Cotes du Rhones Rouge, Parcelles 38, Vignobles Quiot, Rhone, France 2005

£26.95
The emphasis at Chateau du Trignon is very much on high quality wine.  Many of their vines are forty years old or more, which contributes great concentration to the wines.  A blend of Grenache, Syrah and Mourvedre, this is serious Cotes du Rhones, being full flavoured and having the structure to support the ample fruit.

23. Chateau De Roques, Puysseguin-St-Emilion, France 2004




£33.95
A satellite of St Emilion, positioned north-east of St. Emilion, this produces StEmilion as it should be: soft, smooth and silky.  Clear ruby red with a nose that is reminiscent of wild berries.  The wine is medium bodied, with lighter tannins and cedary notes enhancing the fruit.  Subtle hints of vanilla and oak on the nose leads to mouth-filling soft fruit flavours on the palate.

24. Chateau Lagrange Les Tours, Bordeaux Superieur, France 2006

This stunning Claret comes from a small (20 hectares) vineyard situated in St Andre de Cubzac, just a few miles north of Fronsac.  This blend of 70% Merlot, 20% Cabernet Sauvignon and 10% Cabernet Franc offers classic Claret scents and flavours.  Amazing Value, it has a lovely deep purple colour; offers ripe bramble, spice and cedar on the nose and a super soft, black-fruited, balanced finish.

25. Chateauneuf-du-Pape, Parcelles 38, Vignobles Quiot, Rhone, France 2006

£52.00
“A wine that can be appreciated by both neophytes and connoisseurs”.  Robert Parker.  This is full bodied, fruity and lovely to drink now.  Domanine du Vieux Lazaret is one of the largest estates in Chateauneuf-du-Pape.  The vineyards are split into 35 different parcels and it is the diversity of soils that is the key to the complexity and character of the wine.
27. Frank Phelan, 2nd Wine of Chateau Phelan Segur, St Estephe, France 2006

This is true family property, run by the two sons and their father.  The winery is spotless, the attention to details amazing and the end results need to be tasted to be believed.  Wonderful blackcurrant, classic St Estephe nose which is beautifully forward and drinking perfectly now.  Rich, soft, smooth as velvet 
claret – a joy.

28. Reserve de La Comtesse, Pichon Longueville Comtesse de Lalande, Pauillac, 2005
£95.00
The Reserve de la Comtesse, second wine of Pichon Longueville Comtesse de Lalande, was created and marketed for the first time in 1973.  Produced from the same terroir as the grand vin it reflects exactly the same quality and finesse.  It benefits from the same technology and the same attention to the blending, but nevertheless has its own personality.  Very deep ruby-red with raspberry, liquorice, and minerals on the nose.  Supple, rich and generous with a great depth of fruit. Finishes with rather suave tannins that build with aeration.

29. Rioja Crianza, Vina Amate, Spain 2006






£26.95
This Crianza was aged in American oak barrels for 12 months, with a further 12 months in bottle, creating a soft and smooth Rioja with hints of vanilla and chocolate on the nose.  A good match with a rich meat casserole.
30. Rioja Reserva, Bodegas Campillo, Spain 2002





£40.00
Bodegas Campillo is based in the heart of La Rioja Alavesa and enjoys excellent conditions for the production of ripe, concentrated, healthy grapes.  The ageing process both in wood and bottle is always longer than demanded by the regulating council in Rioja and thus the wines are superbly creamy with lots of complexity and show great style.  Fruity aromas perfectly assembled with oak.  Elegant and sumptuous palate with a marvelous tannic balance giving a unique and distinctive character.

ITALY

31. Gavi D.O.C La Zerba, Italy 2007

This tiny (8.5 hectare) family run estate is situated in the heart of the hilly commune of Tassarolo within the picturesque Gavi region.  No oak is used at any time throughout the wine making process and every care is taken to produce the purest and most complex Gavi they can.  This is lovely and pure with a perfumed nose of honeysuckle and pear.  This reflects onto the palate and is balanced by some tropical fruit and lovely mineral acidity.

32. Chianti Riserva DOCG, Cantine Bonacchi, Tuscany, Italy 2004

Cantine Bonacchi is a family owned winery situated in the heart of the Montalbano hills in Tuscany.  The family’s main goal is to produce quality wines at reasonable prices.  The result of careful selection the Chianti Riserva is aged in oak barrels, which gives it a deep ruby colour, with garnet hues, an intense, lingering aroma and dry, velvety flavour.
33. Amarone Della Valpolicella Classico, Azienda Agricola Tedeschi, Veneto, Italy 2005
£74.00
The Tedeschi family has been active in the field of wine growing and producing in the Valpolicella area for five generations.  They are determined that each of their wines must not only be as good as possible, but also as personal as it can, having its own style and a clearly distinguishable character, a genuine “Tedeschi trademark”.  This is hand-harvested fruit from 20 year old vines within the Valpolicella Classico DOC and a superb example of this big, rich red style, speciality of the Veneto: generous ripe berry-cherry fruit aroma, with subtle cedar, liquorice and earthy notes.  Full bodied and lush.

34. Merlot Reseva, Santa Ema,  Maipo Valley, Chile 2006

Santa Ema wines are the product of privileged soils in the Maipo and Cachapoal Valleys.  The winery has placed special emphasis on the production of top quality wines.  Proved only by tasting, the Reserva range is really outstanding.  A remarkable wine.  Enormously rich with plumy fruit and a touch of chocolate.  Very soft, silky and moreish!

35. ‘Citrine’ Chardonnay, Gemtree Vineyards, McLaren Vale, Australia 2007

Since 1998, Gemtree have been working their magic on the family grown fruit, and turning it into a glorious expression of just what McLaren Vale is capable of.  Theirs is a quality of fruit that can only be achieved through attention to detail, and knowing your vineyards inside out.  A wonderful example of how to balance the use of oak with the quality of fruit.  The Citrine will banish all unpleasant memories of over-oaked Aussie Chardonnays for good!

36. Merlot, Red Earth, Australia 2007

The award winning Red Earth range is brought to you by Joe and Heather Cervolo, and tell you everything you need to know about superb value Australian Wine.  Vibrant rich crimson with strawberry, mulberry and blackberry fruit with a touch of spicy oak.  Soft & Sassy.

37. ‘Bloodstone’ Shiraz, Gemtree Vineyards, McLaren Vale, Australia 2006

Concentration, power and amazing balance.  Seductive wine.  An explosion of sweet violets and red berry fruits explode on the front palate.  The flavour profile builds through the mid palate where a remarkable backbone of acidity carries the flavours of red fleshy fruits, anise and liquorice.  The finish of the fine persistent tannin and overlying generosity give this wine the legs to run the distance.

38. Malbec, Don Cristobal, Mendoza, Argentina 2007

This state-of-the-art 110, 00-case winery operates three vineyards, located about 13 miles north of Mendoza City, in the foothills of the Andes.  Fine and elegant aroma with a perfect combination of ripe red fruits and spices, enriched by the use of French oak.  In the mouth it is balanced with soft tannins.

NEW ZEALAND

39. Sauvignon Blanc, Francesce Bay, Marlborough, New Zealand 2008

New Zealand’s soil and climate are ideal for Sauvignon Blanc and Francesca Bay is a particularly fine example with its wonderful concentration of fresh crisp fruit.  Fresh gooseberry and tinned pear in the nose and the palate.  The superb crunchy Granny Smith apple fruit, with tropical fruit notes, makes this Marlborough Sauvignon an ideal partner to seafood dishes.

40. Chardonnay, Meerlust Estate, Stellenbosch, South Africa 2007

Meerlust is one of the Cape’s most historic wine estates, originally planted in 1693.  Today, after seven generations, the present owner and winemaker continue the great family tradition of wine making.  This pale gold wine, with its initial aroma of honey, is reminiscent of lemons and limes with hints of creaminess.  It develops a buttery and roasted hazelnut bouquet with hints of nougat, marzipan and white chocolate.  Enjoyable with all fine foods.

41. Springfontein Pinotage, Walker Bay, South Africa 2006

The Springfontein philosophy is to express the characteristics of their extraordinary terroir with as little intervention as possible.  Considering the youth of their vines and the intensity of flavour they are already achieving, Springfontein is an estate to watch.  The Pinotage offers red cherry and raspberry with pine tar and a great acidic tingle.  Ripe and very good.

47. Cabernet Sauvignon, Santa Ema, Maipo Valley, Chile 2007

40% of the wine is aged in French oak 4-6 months which adds body, complexity and a lovely toasty note to the ripe blackcurrant, plum and raspberry flavoured wine.

48. Cotes du Rhone Rouge, Parcelles 38, Vignobles Quiot, Rhone, France 2005

50. Vina Valduero Crianza, Robera Del Duero, Spain 2005
